This document

is a ÒlivingÓ plan Ñ as citizens and sta ke h o l d e rs read it, all

comments will be ga th e red for discussion and included in

s u b s e quent printings.

Building a Strong Coalition of Community
P a rt n e r s
In order to fulfill the vision of the Revitalization Concept

Plan, a variety of community sta ke h o l d e rs must come

to ge ther to fo rm an active broad-based coalition. The coali-

tion has two levels of association: the fi rst is local and

c o m m u n i t y-based; the second is made up of municipal and

re g i o n a l ly-based part n e rs from the public and priva te sec-

to rs. The Bay v i ew Hunte rs Point PAC will be a major part n e r

in this coalition, working to bring members to ge ther while

joining with other community-based part n e rs in specifi c

rev i talization effo rt s .

M e m b e rs of the community-based coalition must include:

n Community residents and neighborhood gro u p s

n C h u rches, te mples and religious inst i t u t i o n s

n E d u c a to rs, school groups and st u d e n t s

n Neighborhood and city non-pro f it orga n i z a t i o n s

n Job training orga n i z a t i o n s

n Business associations and ow n e rs

n Local re a l to rs and pro p e rty ow n e rs

n Local activists and advocacy gro u p s .

M e m b e rs of the municipal, regional, and public/priva te

s e c tor coalition must include:

n City depar tments  and local gove rnment age n c i e s

n Regional planning groups and tra n s p o rtation auth o r i t i e s

n A f fo rdable hous ing organizations 

n H i storic pre s e r vation orga n i z a t i o n s

n A rch i tect s, contra c to rs  and deve l o p e rs

n I n d u st r y re p re s e n ta t i ves  

n Financial inst i t u t i o n s .

Successful rev i talization effo rts in Bay v i ew Hunte rs Po i n t

will ach i eve their highest potential with the ra n ge of

insights offe red by this dive rse coalition of community-

based sta ke h o l d e rs working collabora t i ve ly with both th e

p r i va te and public secto rs. Broad invo lvement leve ra ges th e

c o l l e c t i ve skills and re s o u rces of individual groups to th e

maximum adva n ta ge of the community at large. Ideally, all

th ree secto rs will be invo lved in the rev i talization pro c e s s

by providing leadership, funding, and management expert-

ise to implement the plan and ach i eve project goals. 

The key to successful collaboration is communication. The

PAC will sponsor and serve as host to scheduled ge n e ra l

coalition meetings. Many of the groups and associations

hold re g u l a r ly scheduled meetings that the PAC can help

publicize and activa te attendance by part n e rs .

Communication tools include a coalition news l e t te r, th e

PAC we b s i te with links to part n e rs, and pre s e n tations made

by community leaders th roughout the City.

Prioritizing Revitalization Projects for
I m p l e m e n t a t i o n
Each stakeholder in the coalition will have priorities for revi-

talization. Some of these initial priorities will overlap with

others and some will compete for attention. In order to meet

the challenge of competing priorities, a consensus-building

process has been developed that takes advantage of public

discussion and critical analysis methods in two interrelated

efforts: the Bayview Hunters Point Blueprint for Action and

the Bayview Hunters Point Redevelopment Plan.

BLUEPRINT FOR ACTION
The fi rst step of imp l e m e n tation is the creation of a com-

munity Blueprint for Action. Coalition members and all re s i-

dents will be asked to comment on the projects outlined in

the Chapter 5 Focus Area Plans and pro gram needs identi-

fied in Chapter 4 Are a -Wide Recommendations. 

The projects and pro grams identified by this collabora t i ve

rev i ew will then be care f u l ly studied to understand which

m u st come fi rst to lay the foundation for other ef fo rts. Fo r

e xa mple, better senior nutrition pro grams may need new

facilities and enviro n m e n tal clean-up must be comp l e te

b e fo re a new project can be built. The second part of th i s

p rocess is identifying all the agencies, organizations, and

o ther part n e rs who will work to ge ther to coord i n a te th e

i mp l e m e n tation of a pro gram or project. This includes iden-

tifying imp o rtant sources of funding.

Once prioritization studies are comp l e ted, the Blueprint for

Action will be written by a team of city agencies and

rev i ewed by coalition part n e rs. The Blueprint will be a fi ve -

year outline of prioritized projects and pro grams with a

s chedule for completion and guidelines for coord i n a te d

p a rtner activities.

REDEVELOPMENT PLAN
Re d evelopment planning has been simulta n e o u s ly under-

way as the work on this Revitalization Concept Plan and coor-

d i n a ted with the PAC and its committees. The finalization of

re d evelopment planning and analysis by SFRA for Bay v i ew

H u n te rs Point will be comp l e ted soon, with anticipate d

adoption at the end of 2001. 

Re d evelopment planning re qu i res in-depth analysis and

community rev i ew befo re the CityÕs Re d eve l o p m e n t

Commission and Board of Supervisors can fo rm a l ly adopt a

plan. Once all analysis is comp l e te, specific areas with i n

the community will be def ined that meet the legal re qu i re-

ments necessary in order to use the tools offe red by re d e-

velopment, including the financing of local projects. 

The PAC will then rev i ew the analysis, recommend re d eve l-

opment plan boundaries and projects to be included fro m

the Rev i talization Concept Plan. Once details of the plan are

c o mp l e ted and approved, the PAC will then present th e i r

recommendations to the Re d evelopment Age n c y

C o m m i s s i o n e rs and then to the Board of Supervisors. 

A strong coalition of community partners can maximize resources to ensure coordinated events and initiatives

aimed at furthering community revitalization efforts.  For instance, Family Day at the Bayview Opera House could

be coordinated to coincide with some type of special sale event on Third Street. Courtesy Bayview Opera House.
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S eve ral of the projects illust ra ted in the Focus Area Plans
of Chapter 5 will be ach i evable with economic tools offe re d
by re d evelopment. The ultimate choice and definition of
re d evelopment projects will be also info rmed by coalition
rev i ew of the Blueprint for Ac t i o n.

An enviro n m e n tal analysis re p o rt (called an ÒEIR,Ó
E n v i ro n m e n tal Impact Re p o rt) will be cre a ted for the re d e-
velopment plan that explains expected enviro n m e n tal out-
comes as a result of specific projects. This re p o rt is publicly
rev i ewed with a process of th ree rounds of open meetings,
o ffering another significant opportunity to discuss pro j e c t
and pro gram prioritization.

Once the EIR process is f inished, the plan will go to th e
Re d evelopment Commission for approval, and where th e
public will be invited to speak about community goals
and priorities. Fi n a l ly, the Board of Supervisors will adopt
the plan in a fo rmal public meeting. The PAC will always
be the citizen-elected voice advising the Re d eve l o p m e n t
Agency once the plan is comp l e te and projects move fo r-
wa rd into imp l e m e n ta t i o n .

Community Leadership and Grassro o t s
A c t i v i t i e s
Citizens have a large set of responsibilities th ey must fulfi l l
in order for rev i talization to succeed without the nega t i ve
aspects of ge n t r i fication and displacement curre n t ly th re a t-
ening many communities in San Francisco. These re s p o n s i-
bilities include six major areas of work to be accomp l i s h e d
at the gra s s roots level. In all of these effo rts, rev i ta l i z a t i o n
will be ach i eved by focusing on short - te rm incre m e n ta l
ch a n ges and linking people with available re s o u rc e s .

GET THE WORD OUT 
Community leaders need to get the wo rd out about th e
Revitalization Concept Planw i th coalition-building effo rt s
that will info rm the Blueprint for Actionand Redevelopment
Plan. Eve ry opportunity must be ta ken to give pre s e n ta-
tions, organize to u rs, and talk with people about the plan
and how th ey can be invo lved to ach i eve community goals.

STRENGTHEN EXISTING NEIGHBORHOODS 
Within the Revitalization Concept Planare a list of programs
and resources that assist homeowners, property owners, and
renters. These include everything from financial support pro-
grams for home ownership to organizations creating safer
neighborhoods. Community leaders must take this informa-
tion to the people who need it most, connect them with
available resources, and help reinforce a sense of hope. City
staff, affordable housing organizations, public safety groups

and others should be invited to speak at well-publicized
events and community meetings.

SUPPORT AFFORDABLE HOUSING
The key to re taining current residents of the community is
to active ly advo c a te and support af fo rdable housing.
Community leaders must fo rm part n e rships with affo rd a b l e
housing organizations, non-pro fit deve l o p e rs, public age n c y
p l a n n e rs, and other specialists while working hard to bring
all residents into the discussion. Small, infill housing
o p p o rtunities should be explored with groups like Habita t
for Humanity. Inclusionary housing re qu i rements for new
d evelopment, including those re qu i red by the City, must be
u n d e rstood and projects should be publicly monito red to
m a ke certain imp o rtant goals of the community are met. 

STRENGTHEN EXISTING BUSINESSES
E x i sting businesses must be the primary focus of rev i ta l-
izing commercial districts within Bay v i ew. Fi rst, commu-
nity leaders must exhort residents to purchase as many
i tems as possible from local businesses. Next are the larg-
er te ch n i ques described in the fo u r-point model cre a te d
by the Main St reet Pro gram that has been embraced by
community leaders and curre n t ly under discussion with
the City of San Francisco: 

1 O r g a n i z a t i o n
Build a broad-based coalition of suppor t and
re s o u rces to increase capacity

2 P r o m o t i o n
C re a te a promotional pro gram includ ing event plan-
ning and marke t i n g

3 D e s i g n
C re a te pro grams for  fa•ade imp rovement, clean
st reets, and histor ic pre s e r va t i o n

4 Economic Restructuring
E x p e rt assistance for enhanced pro fi tab il i ty and
business expansion.

INVITE NEW INDUSTRIES AND COMMERCIAL
DEVELOPMENT INTO THE COMMUNITY
Community members are exc i ted about new businesses,
i n d u stries, and commercial development coming into
B ay v i ew and have identified where th ey see new grow th
o c c u rring. The same promotional effo rts to support exist-
ing businesses by the Main St reet Pro gram can work to cre-
a te a positive setting for new industries and other econom-
ic development. Pa rt of the coalition-building effo rt will be
l e a rning what industries and businesses are looking fo r,
sharing economic data and re s e a rch findings, and identify-
ing opportunity sites with incentive s .

REVIEW DEVELOPMENT PROPOSALS AND
E N V I R O N M E N TAL IMPACT REPORTS
A wo r ks heet with the seven ÒStrategic QuestionsÓ (using the
Seven Revitalization Strategies) discussed at the beginning
of Chapter 5 should be brought into every public meeting as
a powerful community tool to judge the merits of develop-
ment proposals. It is imperative that the community demand
quality in both rehabilitation projects and new developme n t .

Amendments to the CityÕs General Planand Planning Code
will be necessary so that city policies and deve l o p m e n t
sta n d a rds for Bay v i ew Hunte rs Point are consistent with th e
communityÕs Revitalization Concept Plan. The Planning Code
is especially imp o rtant in that it will ove rsee current deve l-
opment and set fo rth land use ordinances, deve l o p m e n t
guidelines and sta n d a rds that apply to pro p e rty th ro u g h o u t
the Bay v i ew Hunte rs Point community that is not with i n
re d evelopment planning areas. 

Those portions of the community that have the tool of re d e-
velopment will have a set of clear design guidelines fo r
d eve l o p e rs within the Redevelopment Plan. Community lead-
e rs must re qu i re that proposed projects gove rned by th e
Re d evelopment Planmeet community goals and sta n d a rds. 

An E n v i ro n m e n tal Impact Re p o rt is being pre p a red as a part
of the re d evelopment planning effo rt. This re p o rt is pre-
s e n ted to the public with a rev i ew process where communi-
ty members can part i c i p a te. The seven Òst ra tegic qu e st i o n s Ó
lend a st ru c t u re to public comments on the EIR and also can
be used to rev i ew building permits and city planning rev i ews
of projects re qu e sting special use authorization. Local advo-

cacy groups are key part n e rs in these rev i ew effo rt s .

Adapting to Change
Certain aspects of this Revitalization Concept Planand the
Year 2020 Vision Planswill require adjustment as new oppor-
tunities present themselves over time. In order to under-
stand and discuss change in a productive manner, an annual
meeting of stakeholders and coalition members should be
held to review plans, discuss projects, and make new priori-
ties in work schedules. 

The Blueprint for Action, with its focus on incre m e n tal wo r k
plans, is a powe rful tool for this rev i ew and adjust m e n t
p rocess. Community members and organizations must seek
re s o u rces and commitments to ga ther imp o rtant social,
educational, economic, and enviro n m e n tal data in order to
m a ke info rmed choices about new goals or priorities.

In concert with plans and projects rev i ew, capacity- b u i l d i n g
e ffo rts must be on-going and eve ry member of the commu-
nity enlisted into carrying fo rth the vision of a rev i ta l i z e d
B ay v i ew Hunte rs Point. Community leaders must purs u e
education opportunities and training seminars to build
upon their own st re n g ths and effo rts even as th ey re a ch
out to oth e rs. 

In all cases, both to d ay and to m o rrow, the community must
m a ke th e m s e lves politically heard th rough public meeting
comments, inte raction with their District 10 Supervisor,
and lette rs to the MayorÕs Office. The future of the commu-
nity is a joint vision and a shared re s p o n s i b i l i t y. As new
community members arr i ve, th ey become part of the eve r-
changing and evo lving place that is Bay v i ew Hunte rs Po i n t .

FOR THE PEOPLE OF BAYVIEW Ñ the most
important aspect of bringing these plans to
action is your involvement. Whether you are
reading this plan in the year 2001 or 2020, take
control of your own destiny: talk to your neigh-
bors, attend every public meeting you can, and
make your voice heard. With your support and
dedicated efforts, this Rev i talization Concept
Plan will continue to serve as a strong founda-
tion for the healthy future you are working so
hard to create.n n n
